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SOCIAL FACTORS OF VICTIM BEHAVIOR

Socio-economic factors are considered as predictors of a tendency to victim behavior in the context of an
environmental model. The importance of situational variables in motivating victim behavior as a way of adaptation is
discussed. The relationship of socio-demographic conditions with a predisposition to different types of victim behavior
in adolescence is described.
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
