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CONTEMPORARY ISSUES OF THE FEMALE MIGRATION

The article investigates theoretical aspects of female migration phenomenon on international level. The specific
terminology was enriched with new concepts “migration corridor” and “migration elevator” which thoroughly describe
the pathways of immigrants abroad.
